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Customs clearance instructions – Rep. Of Ireland

The following applies to those seeking a VAT and duty free personal effects and household goods entry into the Republic of Ireland.  The same regulations apply for foreign nationals, returning Irish citizens and returning Irish Diplomats.  Foreign diplomats arrange a diplomatic clearance through their own embassy.

Firstly, there are two customs forms being Transfer of Residence (C&E1076) and the TOR1. Please take note when completing Page 4 of the C&E1076 form wherein you are required to insert a list of your goods and indicate a value – if the list page is not complete customs will reject the application. In order to accommodate all of your effects on the two pages, it is recommended that you group your goods (for example clothing/shoes; kitchenware; electrical items; bedroom furniture; ornaments/books and so forth) and when inserting a value this should NOT be the insured replacement value but rather the second hand or used value. Please ignore the Quantity column completely.
The balance of the paperwork, the “back – up” documentation can be scanned and emailed. Please do not take photographs of the documents as customs will not accept photographed paperwork.
2-3 documents proving that you lived outside of Ireland that are dated more than 12 months ago.
1-2 documents proving that you lived outside of Ireland that are dated within the past 2 to 9 months.
2-3 documents proving that you have taken up residence in Ireland.
It should be noted that customs are now looking for cessation of employment and living accommodation. If you owned a property, they want proof that it has been sold, if you were renting/leasing they want to see evidence that the lease/rental agreement is concluded.
Please also provide a copy of the photo page of your passport.
The backup documents can comprise of rental/lease agreements; bank/credit card statements; utility bills, insurance policies; telephone contracts; employment confirmation etc.,  and all paperwork must clearly show your name, the date and your address and these must all be in English. No two documents should be from the same provider and if documents are to be translated customs should be provided with both the original and the translated document.
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
